Koinonia Provides: 
 
• Pre-camp handbook and training for site 

coordinators, pastors, local volunteers 
and parents. 

• Program Staff Team: 1 team coordinator 
and up to 3 camp counselors.  

• Creative, safe, fun, faith-filled program 
including Bible time, craft time, recrea-
tion time, and worship time.  Mon. to 
Thurs. 9:00 am to 3:00 pm and Friday 
from 9:00 am to 12:00 noon. 

• Craft and recreation supplies. 
• Five day curriculum for campers age 6 

through 6th grade: Love to Serve!  
• Jr. Counselor program including a pre-

camp orientation retreat. 
• Koinonia staff trained in safety issues 

and certified in First Aid and CPR. 
• Transportation for the camp staff to the 

site on Sunday and from the site on Fri-
day. 

 
Congregation Provides:  
 
• Site and facilities to run the day 

camp, including commitment to 
read and follow guidelines in the 
Site Coordinator handbook. 

• Attendance by Pastor and Site Coor-
dinator at one pre-camp workshop 
and completion of pre-camp ar-
rangements and paperwork. 

• Recruitment of campers who have 
completed Kindergarten through 
6th grade with goal of 28 to 32 
campers – sites may exceed 32 
campers only with pre-arrangement. 

• Housing and food for all Koinonia 
staff during the week of camp. 

• Fee to Koinonia of $1,820.00 for 
one-week program – based on $65 
per camper with 28 campers and no 
additional fee for up to 32 campers.
